or ceiling tile (for a suspended T-bar ceiling).

Fig 1: ① Turn off  the circuit breaker before installation. 

② Mark the locations for each light. Cut out the openings. 

Hole Cut Size: 

4inch Φ 4 1/8�� (105mm)   

6 inch: Φ 6 1/4�� (158mm)   
 

Fig 2: ③ Remove the knockout and put on a grommet to protect the wires, run the wire
s  

through the grommet. 

Fig 3: ④ Connect the wires to the connectors  (green wire to Ground wire, black wire 
to 

Line wire, white wire to Neutral wire), twist clockwise to unloose 

⑤ Tuck the connected wire and close the cover. 

Fig 4: ⑥ Connect the junction box and the light with the provided DC male / female 

connector. Do the connection with the arrow signs on the ends of cable aligned. 

Screw the cap to protect the connector. 

Fig 5: ⑦ Insert the J-box through the cut hole in the ceiling. 

Fig 6: ⑧ Snap the spring clip and mount the light in the opening. 

⑨ Turn on the circuit and test the fixture.

Below are some common trouble shooting for reference: 

 

Trouble Possible Reason Solution 

Unlit the wire loosen/off/break Double check the connection of the wire. 

Abnormal 

brightness 
mix the junction boxes 

Check the marked wattage on J-box, ex. 9W 

for 4�� and 12W for 6��. 

Cannot Dim 

or Flash 
incompatible dimmer 

Select a dimmer from the recommended 

dimmer list. 

Flickering 

the wire loosens/off/breaks Double check the connection of the wire. 

mix the junction boxes 
Check the marked wattage on J-box, ex. 9W 

for 4�� and 12W for 6��. 

incompatible dimmer 
Select a dimmer from the recommended 

dimmer list. 

compatible dimmer, but too 

many lights connect to one 

dimmer 

Reduce the number of lights connected to 

the one dimmer. (Total Power of the Lights 

≤80% of Dimmer�s Rated Power) 

high-power electrical 

appliances on the same circuit 
Remove and set to different circuit.

TROUBLE SHOOTING 
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
